Italian Street Painting Festival Chalk Drawings Raise Thousands for Local Teacher Grants

PALO ALTO, CA — Wednesday, August 19, 2009 — This weekend, at the 28" annual Palo Alto
Festival of the Arts, the Italian Street Painting Festival brings more than 40 street painting artists to
Tasso Street (off University Avenue) in downtown Palo Alto to create a temporary gallery with works
ranging in size from 4'x 6' to 12' x 12"

Free to the public, each artist’s chalk drawing is sponsored by local businesses and families with
all proceeds benefiting the local education foundation, Palo Alto Partners In Education’s (PiE) 2009-
2010 Teacher Grant program. The Teacher Grant program is open to all PASUD teachers and awards
$50,000 in grants twice a year for innovative classroom programs and projects.

The Italian Street Painting Festival takes place this Saturday August 22 and Sunday August 23
from 10am-6pm. Professional, amateur and Palo Alto student chalk painting artists will create works of
art right on the street, sharing their talent with Palo Alto Festival of the Arts visitors. Palo Alto's Italian
Street Painting Festival began in 2002 and over the years has attracted experienced artists from across
California.

In keeping with PiE’s commitment to kids and the arts, there is also a special section — ‘Chalk-a-
lot” — where kids can create their own chalk drawings. For a nominal fee of $10, youth artists, ages 2-12,
are given a 2' x 2' square to create their own chalk art masterpieces. Children who participate will be
given a gift pack, which includes a set of soft pastels donated by University Art.

Artists will begin laying the groundwork an hour or so previous to the festival opening at 10 a.m.
on Saturday August 22nd and work throughout the weekend creating these impressive-but temporary
masterpieces in chalk just for this festival.
